6.2 Azimuths

Azimuth

An azimuth is the direction measured in degrees clockwise from north on an azimuth circle. An
azimuth circle consists of 360 degrees. Ninety degrees corresponds to east, 180 degrees is
south, 270 degrees is west, and 360 degrees and 0 degrees mark north.
